Do not touch the pipettes to the paper or other liquids.  This will CONTAMINATE the liquids.
1. Hold the pipette 1 cm from the laminated sheet and place 1 drop of the chemical listed at the top of the column into the cell.  

2. Again at 1 cm height, place 1 drop of the chemical listed at the beginning of the row onto the previous drop.  Do not touch liquid with pipette.

3. Record the signs of a chemical reaction in the cell on your copy.

4. Use these symbols:  PPT- Precipitate & color, Gas-bubbles, List color-if color change occurs, NVC-no visible change
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
