Volume Notes
Volume is the amount of space an object takes up (occupies).

Liquid Volume

1. Use graduated cylinder-more precise

2. Key unit is liter (L); usually use mL

3. Read at eye level

4. Put g.c. on flat surface

5. Read at the bottom of the meniscus

Solid, Regular Shaped Objects

1. Use math formulas

2. Units-cubic centimeters 
3. Prism:  V= L x W x H (cm x cm x cm = cm3 = cc)
4. Cylinder:  V=radius squared x pi x height =cm2 x cm = cm3
5. Sphere:  r3 x pi x 4  = cm3

Solid, Irregular Shaped Objects

1. Displacement-an object displaced an amount of water equal to its volume.
2.  Put a specific volume of water in g.c. & record.

3. Gently slide object into the g.c. (no splash)
4. Make sure item is total submerged.
5. Record new volume.

6. Subtract the 2 volumes.
